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Important Guidelines

SECTION - I

1. GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETING
THE ADMISSION FORM

(a) The applicant must read the
prospectus carefully before filling the form.

(b) The schedule of admission (with /
without online/offline late fees) have been
given in the prospectus. Any form that is
incomplete or is sent without fees will not
be accepted.

(c) Details of the examination on the
basis of which a candidate is seeking
admission to a specific course must be
clearly filled in the relevant column.

(d) The spellings of the name of the
candidate, spellings written in the
Admission Form should correspond with
those written in his/her Matriculation/
Senior Secondary certificate or with that
of the last examination passed or any
examination equivalent thereto. If any
discrepency is found in the admission form,
Rs. 270/-will be charged from the
candidate.

(e) Subjects offered for the course
should be appropriately filled in the proper
column.

Note: A student who is already registered
with Punjabi University, Patiala, must fill up
his/her registration number in the Admission
Form. If he/she does not do so and is assigned
another registration number, the new
regisration number will be cancelled when the
discrepency is noticed. The previously alloted
number will prevail. The student will be charged

Rs. 5000/- for cancelling the new registration
number.

2. PROVISIONAL ADMISSION -

(FOR UNFAIR MEANS CASES)

A candidate involved in an Unfair
Means  Case (UMC) can seek
provisional admission at his/her own
risk and responsibility in the next
class (pending decision in his/her
case). His/Her provisional admission
will be cancelled and fees paid by
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the candidate will be to refunded, if
the Unfair Means Committee
disqualifies him/her.

3. PROVISIONAL RESULT

No candidate will be admitted in
any course on the basis of provisional
result intimation-letters issued by the
Controller of Examination of this
university unless especially specified
by the Controller of Examination.

4. RECOGNITION OF
EXAMINATIONS OF OTHER
UNIVERSITIES

The certificates/degrees issued by
all statutory universities or institutions
recognised by the Association of
Indian Universities (Inter-University
Board) are considered equivalent
(unless specified otherwise) to the
corresponding certificates/degrees of
this wuniversity for the purpose of
admission to various courses.

IMPORTANT NOTE

A candidate seeking admission to
any integrated course must have passed
the subject of Punjabi in Matriculation/

otherwise he/she will not be given
admission.

5. INFORMATION REGARDING

PUNJABI LAZMI (MUDHLA

GYAN)

Punjabi Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan) in
lieu of Punjabi Compulsory shall be
allowed to the following categories of
candidates :

Those who have passed their
Matriculation examination from a
school located outside Punjab or an



examination recognized as equivalent

thereto.

1. A candidate whose mother tongue
is not Punjabi

2. A candidate who is residing in
any state other than Punjab.

3. Children of NRI/NRE, Defence
personnel/Para military personnel
(serving or retired) will be allowed
to opt for the subject of Punjabi
Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan), provided that
father/mother/guardian (in case
that his/her father is deceased) of
the candidate provides an affidavit
that the candidate has not studied
Punjabi at the school level.

4. A candidate who has passed his/
her Matriculation examination from
a school in Punjab is not allowed
to take up the subject of Punjabi
Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan) in lieu of
Punjabi Complsory at the graduate
level.

S5, Foreign students (only of B.A. other
degree level courses Part-I) will be
required to clear a paper on
Elementary Punjabi instead of
Punjabi Compulsory/Mudhla Gyan.

6. REQUIRED ORIGINAL CERTIFICATES
AND MIGRATION CERTIFICATE

Migration Certificate and other
required original certificates shall have to
be submitted with the Admission Form
after applying it online/offline. All original
certificates must be submitted only with
hard copy of the original form within 15
days of applying online. However the
migration certificate may be provided with
in one month of applying on time.
Admission Form with the permission of
Deputy Registrar, Centre for the Distance
and Online Education. After that late fee
of Rs. 1000/- will be charged.

FOREIGN STUDENTS
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A student of Indian origin who is
residing abroad, but has passed any
examination from any Indian University/
Board is required to submit the original
Migration Certificate. In accordance with
the instructions issued by the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Govt. of
India, foreign students residing in India
who wish to seek admission to any class,
must have student visa or provisional
student visa endorsed on their passport.

EXEMPTION FROM MIGRATION

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8. REJECTION OF ADMISSION FORM

not recognised by university;.
if fees and other charges are not paid
in full.

VERIFICATION OF ORIGINAL

2. HOSTEL FACILITIES

Outstation students may be given
accommodation in the Punjabi University
hostels only if they come to Patiala for the
following purposes, (subject to availability
of seats, on first-come-first- served’ basis):

(i) for attending Personal Contact
Programmes.

(ii) for appearing in University
Examination at Patiala centre.
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This facility is available only for the
actual dates of Personal Contact
Programmes and for the duration of the
examination.

It also helps to motivate the student
to undertake compositions and promote
creative writing. The magazine contains
four sections, out of which three pertain to
languages : English, Hindi and Punjabi. The
fourth section pertaines to Social Sciences.
The students may send their original
compositions/articles in any of the three
languages to the Chief Editor, GYAN DOOT,
Centre for Distance and Online Education,
Punjabi University, Patiala-147002, by July
31, 2024 at the latest. The students can

4. LIBRARY OF THE CENTRE AND
LEARNER SUPPORT CENTRES

The Centre is maintaining its own
library. Its rich collection of books, a wide
range of journals, reference section, skilled
help from Library staff in use of material,
provision of postal service and efficient
lending facilities, all contribute



significantly in rendering assistance to the
student desirous of pursuing studies. Under
the postal service scheme, the students can
borrow books through post by making a
written request to the Incharge Library. For
this purpose, he/she has to send his/her
Identity Card and also indicate the name(s)
of the book(s) required. The books are
issued for one month. These can be re-
issued if not required by other students. A
student who does not return the books in
time will be charged Re. 2/- per day per
book.

The Centre has also established
Learners Support Centres at the following
places where students can consult books:

5. VIDEO LESSONS

The Centre has prepared several
Video lessons/C.Ds on various subjects/
topics pertaining to the syllabi of different
couses. These lessons supplement the
study material and class-room lectures;
and will be made available to the students
from time to time.

6. REFUND OF LIBRARY SECURITY

The library security is refundable (on
request) within one year of the completion
of the course, i.e. before 15th Feb. of next
year. The prescribed Application Form is
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available at the website of the Centre. In
case a student takes admission in another
course in the Centre he/she will have to
submit library security afresh. It will not be
adjusted.

7. INFORMATION ABOUT THE

IDENTITY CARD

All the students admitted to the
Centre are issued Identity Cards. Books
from the Library will be issued on the
production of this card at the lending
counter. The card is valid up to the end of
the academic session, i.e. 31st Dec., 2024.
If a student leaves his/her studies before
the completion of the course, his card will
be cancelled. In case the card is lost, the
student can obtain a duplicate Identity Card
after paying a fee of Rs. 50/- as per the
procedure laid down by the University. The
student must keep this card with him/
her whenever he/she visits the Library/
Study Centre or comes to attend Personal
Contact Programme in the Centre. The
card may also be needed in the
Examination Hall.

8. ALUMNI ASSOCIATION

To remain in contact with the old
students, an Alumni Association has been
formed by the Centre. Detailed information
about the objectives, conditions for
membership, executive council, its
functions etc. has been mentioned in the
rules/regulations formed by the Punjabi
University, Patiala.
